The Cleveland Eye Clinic surgeons have also designed their own state-of-the-art LASIK facility.  They were first in the region to perform all laser LASIK surgery with the intralase femtosecond laser.  The procedures can be used for patients who are nearsighted, farsighted, those with astigmatism, and those who wear bifocals.  The firm also performs Surface-Ablation, PRK, Intra-Ocular Lens Procedures, Implantable Contact Lenses, and Corneal Cross-Linking for Keratoconus.
